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As with any operational organisation, policy defines what needs to be done.
For JESIP the Joint Doctrine is the policy which applies to emergency responder interoperability and is the foundation of JESIP.  It sets out what is expected of responder agencies as they work together responding to emergencies.
This area of our work aims to ensure that all national and local policies, procedures and guidance that relate to multi-agency operational response are aligned (and remain aligned) to JESIP.  We are also making sure that arrangements are in place to ensure any newly developed policy or guidance aligns to JESIP.
