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New JESIP training video shows how blue light agencies can work together
JESIP aims to ensure that the blue light services are trained and exercised to work together as effectively as possible at all levels of command in response to incidents so that as many lives as possible can be saved.
The new 16-minute training video shows how the response to an incident can be coordinated from the moment the call is received in a control room, through to responders arriving.  It focuses on delivering a coordinated multi-agency response through the application of JESIP, with each stage clearly shown.
The video also explains how such incidents can be effectively debriefed to identify any lessons and notable practice. This can then be shared on the Joint Organisational Learning platform, JOL Online - a database used to capture any learning that could improve multi-agency working.
The video centres around a staged road traffic collision involving a bus and several smaller vehicles, resulting in a number of trapped casualties with varying degrees of injuries.
All responders are urged to make good use of the training video.
Hertfordshire Constabulary’s Chief Constable Charlie Hall, who is the Senior Responsible Officer for JESIP, said: “It is essential that all responder agencies understand JESIP and where relevant integrate it into their policies, procedures and training programmes until its use becomes business as usual.
“I am encouraging all staff to take the time to watch this video and understand how JESIP can be implemented. It is vital that all responder agencies work well together and this training video will help prepare you for that.”
Carl Daniels, who is the JESIP Deputy Senior Responsible Officer, said: “The emergency services owe it to the public to keep challenging ourselves about how we respond to and learn from major incidents to ensure we do the very best for everyone involved including responding teams.”
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
